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Definition of the Increments and the Driving Directions

The increment is the distance in mm which the machine is to be moved when the increment counter is increased by one. The value is either given by the pre-installation of the machine or can be found in the machine documentation. The driving direction is coded by the sign (- or +) of the increment value. If one of the axes moves in one specified direction when the increment counter is increased, this movement will take place to the opposite direction when the sign of the increment value is inverted. EdiTasc is supplied with the increment information as follows:
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Press <AltGr> and one of the arrow keys. One of the axes will begin to move. Its speed will increase when the keys are held down for a while. The right and left arrow keys move the x-axis, the up and down keys move the y-axis. The z-axis is moved with the Page-Up and the Page-Down keys. On releasing one of the keys the axis will stop moving.


2. Note whether the axis movement corresponds to the arrow key. If not, you will have to change the sign of the increment.


3. Select Driver configuration from the Options menu

4. Select the row “mm per increment”. Select the cell by double-clicking the cell on it.  There is one column for each axis. Axis no. 1 normally refers to the x-axis, no. 2  to the y-axis and so on.. 

5. Change the increment value or enter e new one in the text field at the bottom of the window. Refer to the machine manual for the correct value for the machine being used. 
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Change the sign of the increment value if desired. 

7. The new value is copied to the table<not clear what table> by pressing Enter. 

8. Select Save from the File menu to save the changes. 

9. Confirm the “Update Driver Now”-window with “yes”.

10. The new settings are now in effect, so you may close the Driver configuration window..

As an alternative one can change the increment values directly by opening the file “Drv_XX.Ini” with a text editor and changing the line “ AcToMcFac=”.
